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Alternative Bridge to Bay Routes Signage

Bike Route Guide Signs would be placed in advance of an intersection where alternative bike
paths are available for the same route. Generally, the route splits into an inland route and a

river route. An optional warning plaque could be placed below providing information about
gaps in the trail.

An Information Kiosk may be placed

before the juncture to provide

detailed trail information and maps

to help trail users determine which

route is appropriate for them. A

custom “Information Ahead”

plague or an arrow with a custom

“Information” plaque would be or
placed prior to the kiosk.
